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United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change (UNFCCC) was adopted in 1992. with the aim of stabilizing the concentration of greenhouse gases (GHG) in the atmosphere to a level that would prevent dangerous anthropogenic interference with the climate system. Bosnia and Herzegovina has acceded to and ratified the UNFCCC in 2000. In line with the commitments under the UNFCCC, Initial National Communication of Bosnia and Herzegovina under the UNFCCC was aopted in 2009, and the Second National Communication of Bosnia and Herzegovina under the UNFCCC was adopted in 2011. These reports invove GHG inventories for the period 1990 - 2001. This is the first paper that presents and analyzes GHG inventory for the Republic of Srpska in the period 2002-2014., which includes emissions from the energy and industrial processes. The inventory is made in accordance with the Guidelines for countries that are not members of Annex I to the UNFCCC Decision 3 / CP.5 Decision 2 / CP.17. For the purposes of calculating emissions, this study uses the methodology of the Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change (IPCC) under the Convention and the official data of the Republic Institute for Statistics of the Republic of Srpska. Inventory analysis indicate the existence of a permanent upward trend of emissions, as a result of increased energy production and industrial production growth.
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
