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By adopting the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change (UNFCCC), the UN began its work and activities in the field of climate change. Initial National Communication of Bosnia and Herzegovina under the UNFCCC was aopted in 2009, and the Second National Communication of Bosnia and Herzegovina under the UNFCCC was adopted in 2011. These reports invove GHG inventories for the period 1990 - 2001. In this paper, for the first time, inventory and analyzes of the GHG emissions from waste management activities and agriculture in the Republic of Srpska for the period 2002-2014 are presented. Based on these data, one can see reduction of GHG emissions from the activities of waste disposal in the period 2011-2013., due to increasing capacity of separation of renewable waste components. In year 2014 the significant increase in GHG emissions was observed. Agricultural activities cause a slight increase in GHG emissions in the analyzed period. Calculations are based on methodology of the Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change (IPCC) prescribed in the UNFCCC.
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
