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MILIJARNA TUBERKULOZA – PRIKAZ SLUČAJA


Apstrakt

Milijarna tuberkuloza, odnosno ekstrapulmonalna tuberkuloza se definiše kao tuberkuloza drugih organa osim pluća. Neki od tih organa su pleura, limfni čvorovi, abdomen, genitourinarni trakt, koža, moždane ovojnice i centralni nervni sistem, zglobovi i kosti. Dijagnoza treba da se zasniva na bar jednom pozitivnom uzorku na bacil tuberkuloze, histološkom ili snažnom kliničkom dokazu koji je u skladu sa aktivnom ekstrapulmonalnom bolešću nakon čega slijedi odluka kliničara o liječenju. Pacijentkinja M.B. koja je bila hospitalizovana u Klinici za plućne bolesti Univerzitetskog kliničkog centra u Banjoj Luci javila se sa simptomima u vidu kašlja, malaksalosti, noćnog preznojavanja i gubitka tjelesne težine. Radiološka dijagnostika je pokazala karakterističan nalaz tuberkuloze pluća. Tokom hospitalizacije u više navrata je analiziran sputum na acidoalkoholrezistentne bacile, ali su nalazi dolazili negativni. Jedini dokaz, pored kliničke slike i radioloških nalaza, bio je nalaz urina na Mycobacterium tubercolusae koji je došao pozitivan na Löwenstein podlozi, a koji je dokazao da se pored bolesti u plućima, bolest proširila i na genitourinarni trakt.
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Abstract

Miliary tuberculosis, or extrapulmonary tuberculosis, is defined as tuberculosis of organs other than the lungs. Some of these organs are the pleura, lymph nodes, abdomen, genitourinary tract, skin, meninges and central nervous system, joints and bones. The diagnosis should be based on at least one positive tuberculosis bacillus sample, histological or strong clinical evidence consistent with active extrapulmonary disease followed by a clinician's decision on treatment. Patient M.B. who was hospitalized at the Clinic for Lung Diseases of the University Clinical Center in Banja Luka reported symptoms in the form of cough, exhaustion, night sweats and weight loss. Radiological diagnostics showed a characteristic finding of pulmonary tuberculosis. During hospitalization, sputum on acid-alcohol-resistant bacillus was analyzed several times, but the results were negative. The only evidence, in addition to the clinical picture and radiological findings, was a urine test for Mycobacterium tubercolusis that tested positive on Löwenstein, which proved that, in addition to lung disease, the disease had spread to the genitourinary tract.
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
